(4) The student who will complete the primary education will be issued the
certificate as per Rule 23.

(5) The physically handicapped /the specially abled students who need the
education will be included as per the rules.

(6) The appointment of teachers will be made as per sec.

23(1). But if the teachers are not having the educational qualification, at

The school should not be run for the personal benefits of any person. or the
team or the persons who are the members of the team or any other person for
getting the benefit from the school.

The audit of the school should be made by the approved auditor and it
should be certified by the auditor as per the rules of the audit and the audit
report to that extent be prepared. The copy of the audit report of every year
should be sent to the District Educational Officer.

The approval number given to the school RTE /NSR /PR /..... /50. Any
correspondence made to the education department, Jilha Parishad, be made
with the said number.

Whenever the Educational Director/District Education Officer will call for
any report or the information, the school should submit the same or the
school should follow the rules of the Government and the Local Tribunal for
the completion of the terms and conditions of the approval of the school with
intention to correct the directions given by the Educational Director or
District Educational Officer.

It 1s to be confirmed that, the registration of the school is renewed time to
time.
